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REASONS SUPPORTING THIS DETERMINATION

Based on information submitted by the applicant including a Full Environmental Assessment
Form (EAF) - Part I, (as amended} and Part IT and a complete site plan application, a preliminary
staff analysis was undertaken. Compared to the criteria listed in Section 617.7, all indications
are that this action will not have a significant impact on the environment, as follows:
